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This seminar aims to discuss questions related to the
relationship between psychiatry and philosophy,
stemming from Prof. Jean Khalfa's recent research
on Foucault and his controversy with Derrida, on
Fanon and the opposition between Ey and Lacan
regarding the pathologies of freedom, and on
Césaire's ongoing relationship with surrealism.
Professor Jean Khalfa has edited History of
Madness by Michel Foucault and Alienation and
Freedom by Frantz Fanon, and has written
extensively on these authors. In his forthcoming
book, he examines the dialogue between Aimé
Césaire and Wifredo Lam as well as the experience
of possession.
